AN EXCITING OFF-SEASON TO COME! 

 Thanks to a $5,000 matching grant from the Samuel Roberts Noble Foundation, the Lake Thunderbird Educational 

Foundation’s $4,000 match and a $1,000 community grant from Home Depot we now have $10,000 to do a much needed 

maintenance/update to the BoatHouse after ten years of very busy use! 

 In addition to the matching grant the TSC has approved $3,000 to help fund ½ of the cost to extend the boat ramp 

out into the lake another 35’.  Included in this project will be a project to have the ConX moved alongside the east side of the 

fence-line inside the boatyard.  Moving the ConX will provide easier access to our equipment as it will be much closer to the 

lake.  This will also open up the boatyard to allow more storage and easier access to the south side of the yard.  The final 

phase of this project will be to dig out sand out as far as we can and pull it to the shore to build a nice sand beach which will 

also make launching our small boats much easier.  This contract has already been let to the same company that built the 

original concrete ramp. 

 There will be a BoatHouse Management Meeting in December to plan the projects over the winter and we invite any 

and all our members and partners to attend and have their ideas discussed.  Some of the ideas mentioned thus far are: 

Paint the inside of the BoatHouse 

Stain the verandah and all outside woodwork 

Repair drywall seams that have separated 

Redecorate the BoatHouse walls in main hall 

Replace chair seating if necessary 

Purchase a second ConX if need be 

Install a sliding screen door on the main room east access 

Replace outside motion lighting as need be 

Install security camera system 

Repair or replace the TSC race platform 

Close off the area next to the BoatHouse and boatyard by vehicles 

Install No-fishing/No-swimming signage on the dock 

Paint all the yellow curbs 

Paint all the yellow parking lines 

Paint all the ADA parking areas 

Install locks on both metal flammable liquid storage cabinets 

 

In order to accomplish the projects over the winter we will need help from the LTEF board and the TSC member-

ship.  As projects are identified and scheduled, we will send out notices and we hope YOU will find some time to assist us 

over the slow winter period.

US Sailing  Managing Club Racing Seminar 

February 25th 

Oklahoma City Boat Club 

This seminar is sponsored by Area F of US Sailing, Central States Sailing Association, and hosted by the Oklahoma City Boat Club 

and Area F of US SAILING. This seminar is for everyone who would like to refresh and increase their knowledge of such topics as: 
organizing an event, writing the Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions, RC equipment, race committee preparations, setting the 
starting line, setting the course, starting, finishing and scoring. The seminar will include discussions of the changes in The Racing 
Rules of Sailing 2009-2012 that affect race management. 

People interested in becoming certified by US Sailing as a Club Race Officers must attend such a seminar and pass the associated 
test(s). Details of the other requirements for certification are available on US Sailing's web site at: http://raceadmin.ussailing.org/
Race_Officers/CertificationTraining.htm. 

The lead instructor for this seminar will be Bruce Greene from California. Bruce is a US Sailing National Race Officer and an ISAF 
International Race Officer. Assisting Bruce will be Wayne Coulon, our Area Race Officer from Dallas 

The full seminar fee is $50.   The fees include refreshments during the morning and afternoon and lunch. Advance registration by 
email to GKSander@cox.net by February 15th is highly recommended to confirm adequate planning by us and preparation for you, 
especially if you want to pass the test. We will try to accommodate home stays for those who are interested and furnish recom-
mended local accommodations for all. Students and Youth can attend the seminar for $25, but will not get the course handouts. 

 Non-members, who register for this seminar, will be offered a Special Introductory $45 US SAILING one year adult membership.
