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Sheetto-tiller self-steering

In the May Mainsheet, | wrote about a simple way to get your boat tsteelf by tying the tiller in a fixe
position. There are sever al commer ci al pr oduc
a rope or bungee to the tiller. The advantage to using this method is that it's easy to set up; the disaq
that your boat will usually stay on course for only a short time when the tiller is left unattended in a f
sition. This month, I'll talk about a more sophisticated setup that will allow you to sail-frapdssheetto-
tiller self-steering.

The idea behind shetd-tiller self-steering is to set the tiller in a fixed position, but when the wind gu
